ITEM NO. 5  :    To consider the request of Maharashtra State Road 
Transport Corporation, buses to be plied in the State ...  
Colour Scheme regarding ordinary buses to be operated 

 
 Shri Deshmukh, Chief Engineer (Operations) appeared on behalf of the 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation.   He informed the Authority that 
in terms of the State Transport Authority’s decision of it’s last meeting, the 
vehicle  was inspected by the Chairman, State Transport Authority in the 
presence of  Secretary, S.T.A. and Transport Commissioner, Member of S.T.A.  
The vehicle is painted as per the suggestions given by the Chairman.  All other 
vehicles will be painted accordingly.   He, therefore,  
requested the Authority to accord it’s formal approval to enable the Corporation 
to take up the work of painting the vehicles as per the approved colour scheme.    
 
 After careful consideration of the facts  and material before it, the State 
Transport Authority, under sub-rule (4) of Rule 134  of the Maharashtra Motor  
Vehicles Rules, 1989 decided to accord its approval to the colour scheme for all 
ordinary buses of the M.S.R.T.C. , in the following manner. 
 
 Sides - upper part in Parrot Green Colour 
 Below the window - Green Peacock Colour 
  Middle - in White Colour with logo of Maharashtra State Road    

Transport Corporation and words “Maharashtra  Rajya          
Marg Parivahan Mahamandal” 

  Front show -  in Yellow Colour 
  Top of the Bus - in White Colour 
 
 During the discussion the  Transport Commissioner brought to the notice 
of the State Transport Authority   that the employees of the Maharashtra State 
Road Transport Corporation, to commensurate Golden Jubilee of their 
Cooperative Bank have donated 22 buses to the Corporation.  It is their request 
to have these buses painted in different colour scheme to have a separate 
identity. The Authority may take this into consideration and accord its approval. 
A photo of the proposed colour combination was shown to the members for 
perusal.   
 
 After perusal of the proposed colour combination, the Chairman directed 
the Transport Commissioner   to inspect one such vehicle, duly painted, and 
ensure that the colour combination does not deviate much from the colour 
scheme of the Corporation to maintain the Corporation’s identity and if 
satisfied, accord his approval as if approved by the State Transport Authority.
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               (Resolution No. 5/2004) D - II .  
ITEM NO. 6  :   To consider the question of lifting the Ban imposed by 

State Transport Authority on the issue of further Taxi 
Cab permit in respect of jeep type vehicles, vide its 
Resolution No.28/2002. 

 
 The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration and 
perused the agenda note.  It noted that in pursuance to its decision in the last 
meeting, the Transport Commissioner had called for meeting of all the 7 
Regional Transport Officers and the officials of the M.S.R.T.C. to  ascertain the 
facts and examine the issue.  The minutes of the said meeting held on 
21.01.2004 are placed before this Authority for consideration.    
 
 At present there is no ban in Thane, Pune Kolhapur and Nagpur and ban 
exists in Nashik,  Aurangabad and Amravati regions.   The minutes of the 
meeting of RTOs indicate that there is no unanimity of opinion amongst the  
Regional Transport Officers.  However, the Inspector General of Police and Shri 
Gharad had some reservations regarding lifting of the ban.  They  were 
particularly apprehensive of the misuse of  the vehicles by way of overloading 
and using it as stage carriage,  though they were not averse to opening the grant 
of permits for a limited period as such vehicles could be used for filling the gaps  
in the M.S.R.T.C. operations.   
 
 The members deliberated on the issue and were of the opinion that 
having regards to all these circumstances,  it is apparent that there is need to 
temporarily lift the ban on issue of permits where the ban still exists so that 
uniform pattern is established in the State and thereafter impose a ban 
throughout the State. 
 
 After careful consideration of all the facts and material before it, and the 
deliberations as mentioned above, the State Transport Authority resolved to lift 
the ban  on the issue of fresh permits in respect of jeep type of vehicles where 
ban exists and thereafter ban the issue of permits through out  the State 
after 31.12.2004 subject to the following conditions : 
 
 1.     Applicants who directly produce the vehicle for registration  

on or before 31.12.2004 should be issued permits. 
 
 2.       In the cases where applicant seek indent letter, the validity of 

the indent letter should not exceed 120 days or upto 31.12.2004, 
whichever is earlier. 
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 3.    SC/ST/NT/Other backward class candidates who obtain loans 
from Backward Class Development Banks/Corporations may be 
given further extension of 120 days on merits, but not beyond 
31.12.2004. 

 
 4.      The vehicle to be covered under permit should be from 

amongst the models approved  by the State Transport Authority 
from time to time and should not be more than 8 years old at any 
time from the date of initial registration.      

 
 5.      The rear door of the vehicles,  to be covered under permit 

should be closed and sealed and space if any, after sealing should 
be utilised for carriage of luggage.

ITEM NO. 7  :     To consider the question of rejection of renewal of stage 

carriage permit No. 519/Stage/STA/90 - validity - 
18.11.2000 held by the Shree Balwant Transport Co. Pvt. 
Ltd. Amravati for not operating interstate route - 
Amravati to Khandwa since the year 2000  

 
 The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration.   It 
noted that the applicants M/s. Shri Balwant Transport Company Pvt. Ltd., 
Amravati holding stage carriage permit No. 519/Stage/STA/90 valid upto 
18.11.2000, on the route Amravati-Khandwa, has not been operated since year 
2000, for want of vehicles.   In spite of giving them sufficient opportunities they 
have failed to produce the vehicles necessary for operating the services.  
Pursuant to the State Transport Authority’s directives in it’s last meeting, a 
show cause notice issued by the office on 20.12.2003 has not been claimed by 
the permit holder.   He has also not put in his appearance before this Authority 
even though he was issued a notice to appear before the Authority to represent 
his case nor has he cared to file any written submission.  This shows that the 
permit holder is not inclined to  operate the route.   Considering all the above 
facts, the State Transport Authority resolved to  reject the renewal application of 
the applicant for the renewal of his permit bearing No.519/Stage/STA/90, on the 
route Amravati-Khandwa.

ITEM NO. 8  :    To  consider the question of cancellation of stage carriage 

permit No. 522/Stage/91 - validity - 17.1.2006, held by 
M/s. Shriram Bus Service (I) Pvt. Ltd. Amravati for not 
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operating interstate route Amravati to Khandwa since 
December 2000 

 
 Shri G. F. Shirke, Advocate appeared on behalf of M/s. Shriram Bus 
Service (I) Pvt. Ltd. Amravati .  He submitted before the Authority  that due to 
some financial difficulties his clients were in arrears of  taxes due to the State of 
Madhya Pradesh resulting in seizure of his vehicles by that State.   His clients 
have now cleared the tax arrears of Madhya Pradesh State and obtained release 
of the vehicles.  The operation has commenced with effect from 15.12.2003 and 
his clients have paid the passenger tax  due towards Maharashtra State at 
Regional Transport Office, Amravati.   Since his clients have started the 
operation, he urged the Authority to take a lenient view and impose minimum 
fine.   The office has obtained confirmation of his client’s tax payments from 
Regional Transport Office, Amravati.   He further assured the Authority that he 
will endeavour to ensure that the services are run uninterruptedly.   In future if 
such  things are repeated, then the Authority may take any suitable action 
against his clients.    
 
  After careful consideration of all the facts and materials before it, 
and the submissions made by the Advocate on behalf of the permit holder, the 
State Transport Authority resolved to impose compounding fee of Rs.3,000/- on 
the permit holder, under Section 86 (1)(a) of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 at 
the rate of  Rs.1,000/-  per year for non-operation of the services.   The fine 
should be paid within 30 days from the date of receipt of the decision of the S. 
T. A.

ITEM NO. 9  :   To consider the applications for grant of stage carriage 
permits for interstate routes incorporated in Reciprocal Transport 
Agreement between the State of Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh as 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation / Private Bus Operators 
are not operating the said routes.  
 
 The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration and 
perused the agenda note thereon.   The State Transport Authority noted that this 
item had come up before in it’s 214th meeting held on 2.12.2003.   The 
Authority then resolved to ask the Maharashtra State Road Transport 
Corporation to give it’s specific reply as to whether or not the Corporation 
intends to operate on the discontinued routes as shown in Annexure “A” to these 
minutes, to enable it to consider the applications of the private operators who 
have applied against the vacancies.    
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 The representative of the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation 
who appeared before the Authority submitted a Statement to the Authority 
indicating the details of the permits and the date of commencement of the routes 
on which they have now taken fresh permits on the discontinued routes.   The 
Corporation has obtained permits on all routes except Akola - Itarsi as it  is not 
interested in operating on this route because of low response from the 
passengers.  Moreover, the service is being provided by tourist operators.   
 
 Thus the resultant vacancy of 2 Single Trips daily is available for 
allotment from amongst the applicants shown in Annexure “B” of these minutes. 
 
 The State Transport Authority noted that only one applicant viz. Shri. V. 
O. Agrawal, has filed two separate applications for 2 Single Trips each, against 
the above mentioned vacancy. As there is no contesting applicant, he is eligible 
for grant of a permit for 2 Single Trips against the vacancy caused  due to non 
operation of services by MSRTC.  
 
 The non renewal of the Permit of M/s. Shree Balwant Transport Co. Ltd. 
has resulted in a vacancy for 1 Single Trip daily on the route Amravati - 
Khandwa and hence available for allotment from amongst the applications 
received by this Authority. (Annexure “B”). 
 
 As against the vacancy of 1 Single Trip daily, the office has received 4 
applications from 3 applicants, for a total of 8 Single Trips daily (2 Single Trips 
against each application). 
 
 The Authority took up the 3 applications for consideration and observed 
as follows :  
 
 M/s. Shriram Bus Service, Amaravati, is itself a defaulter by non 
operating its service on this very route since the year 2000 and have no merits. 
 
 Shri. D. G. Agrawal, has yet not transferred one permit to his name, 
which has been sanctioned by the STA. Thus he is not eligible for another 
permit. This leaves M/s. D. K. Travelling Service, Amaravati  the lone applicant 
in the race for grant of the permit.  
 
 After careful consideration of all the facts and material before it and the 
discussions as mentioned above, the State Transport Authority resolved as 
under-      
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 1.  To grant stage carriage permit to Shri V. O. Agarwal for operation 
of 2 Single Trips daily on the inter State route Akola to Itarsi subject 
to the usual conditions of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 and the rules 
made thereunder, against the non-operation of services by the 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation. 

 
 2. To grant stage carriage permit to M/s. D. K. Travelling Service, 

Amaravati for operation of 1 Single Trip daily on the inter State 
route Amravati-Khandwa subject to the usual conditions of the 
Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 and the rules made thereunder, against the 
non - renewal of stage carriage permit No.519/Stage/STA/90 held by 
Shri Balwant Transport Co. Pvt. Ltd. 

 
 3.   The grantees of the permits are given 90 days time from the date 

of receipt of this resolution  to produce their vehicles and obtain the 
permits .  The vehicles should not be more than eight (8) years old 
from the date of initial registration at any time during the validity of  
the permit.   The permits being granted from amongst the routes 
agreed in the Reciprocal Transport Agreement between the State of 
Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh are issued on single point tax basis 
and subject to countersignature by the State Transport Authority, 
Madhya Pradesh, Gwalior. 

  
       4. Consequently the other applications stand rejected for want of vacancy. 

The applicants should be informed accordingly.

ITEM NO.10:  To approve “Mahindra Champion Diesel 3 Wheeler 

Autorickshaw” with seating capacity (6+1) manufactured 
by M/s. Mahindra and Mahindra Ltd. Mumbai as a 
Public Service Vehicle to be covered under contract 
carriage permit under Rule 183 of Maharashtra Motor 
Vehicle Rules, 1989 

 
 The State Transport Authority perused the agenda note on this item. It 
noted that pursuant to  its decision of the last meeting, the manufacturers have 
submitted the report of  emission norms for the perusal of this Authority.  The 
Chairman has already inspected the vehicle physically on 4.2.2004 and 
suggested modifications to be carried out in the vehicle to prevent excess 
passengers being carried in the driver’s compartment.   The vehicle after 
carrying out the appropriate modifications as directed by the Chairman,  has  
now been produced for inspection and approval  by the Authority.   
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 The State Transport Authority noted that the vehicle has been certified to 
be complying with the emission norms as applicable to it.  Similarly,  the 
suggested modifications have also been carried out to prevent excess passengers 
being carried in driver’s compartment.   The vehicle has been issued the 
requisite certificate by the Automotive Research Association of India, Pune to 
the effect that  the basic model meets with the requirements of  the Central  
Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 and also complies with the  Govt. Of India 
notification No. GSR 400 (E)  dated 31.5.2003 and SO 1228 (E) dated 
18.12.2001.  Accordingly,  the Transport Commissioner’s Office has vide 
Circular No. MVR 0701/CR 723/D.II (4)/ON-14687 dated 4.11.2003 granted 
approval to the registration of the vehicle as passenger vehicle under non-
transport category with seating capacity 6 + 1.  Regarding  the accident profile, 
this being a new vehicle, the Company has informed that the accident profile 
report is not available.    
 
 Having regards to the facts and material before it, the State Transport 
Authority resolved to approve Mahindra Champion Diesel 3 Wheeler 
Autorickshaw with seating capacity 6 + 1 manufactured by M/s. Mahindra and 
Mahindra Limited,  for use as public service vehicle to be covered under 
contract carriage permit, under Rule 183 of the Maharashtra Motor Vehicle 
Rules, 1989, as per specifications mentioned in the Transport Commissioner’s 
Office Circular dated 4.11.2003 and as per the modifications carried out in the 
driver’s compartment to prevent carriage of excess passengers and subject to 
fitment of electronic meter, in the State of Maharashtra except Mumbai.

The Vice 

Chairman and Managing Director, Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation, Mumbai who was 

present  during the meeting  briefed the authority regarding  the details of the proposed fare structure and 

also stated categorially that the proposed increase in the fares is strictly in accordance with the limits laid 

down by the Govt., in the said Govt. Resolution, hence within the competence of the Corporation to 

carryout the proposed fare  revision. The fare revision proposal of the M.S.R.T.C.is based upon automatic 

fare revision formula profounded by the Committee appointed for the purpose by the Govt.of 

Maharashtra. On account of different factors to be taken into account for Automatic Fare Revision, the 

basic fare (taking into account the passenger tax) per stage for ordinary services has to increase by 50.44 

paise.  As per the existing fare structure the fare (including passenger tax)  per stage of ordinary services 

is Rs.2.85.  Adding the increase of 50.44 paise as per the Automatic Fare Revision Formula as worked out 

above, the revised basic fare per stage for ordinary services comes to Rs. 3.36.  This represent an increase 

of 17.89%.   The Authority thereafter perused the stagewise fare table for various types of servies 

submitted by the Vice Chairman and Managing Director, Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation, 

Mumbai. 

 
2. The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State, Mumbai resolved to approve the fare table 

submitted by Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation which is attached to this Resolution and 

directed all Regional Transport Authorities to give effect to the said stage wise fare table  with effect from 

midnight of   23rd & 24th  November, 2004.

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ITEM NO. 6  :     To consider the  extension of validity of intent letters issued for 
taxi cab permits in respect of jeep type vehicles.  

 
 The  State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration and perused 
the Agenda note thereon. 
 The State Transport Authority noted that vide Resolution No.28/2002 taken in  its 
meeting dated 24.05.2002, the Authority had resolved to ban the issue of contract 
carriage permits in respect of jeep type vehicles in the State of Maharashtra with 
immediate effect.  Subsequently, by its Resolution No. 40/2002 dated  7.8.2002, the 
State Transport Authority lifted the ban in respect of Thane, Pune, Kolhapur and Nagpur 
Regions and again by its Resolution No.6/2004 dated 19.5.2004 resolved to lift the ban 
in the whole State of Maharashtra (except all municipal corporation cities and “A” class 
municipal cities) subject to the condition that the vehicle to be covered under permit 
shall be produced on or before 31.12.2004 or with a intent letter having   validity of  120 
days whichever is earlier.  The Authority further noted that some applicants and 
institutions like Mahatma Phule Magasvarg Vikas Mahamandal  have submitted their 
representations and requested the State Transport Authority to consider extention of the 
validity of the intent letters by another 6 months due to non-availability of finance from 
bank and financial institutions. The Secretary, Regional Transport Authority, 
Aurangabad has also  communicated similar requests .  Members of  Legislative 
Assembly   S/shri Jayant Sasane, Haridas  Bade and Baban Shankar Gholap have 
suggested by their letters  to consider  extension of time limit of intent letters issued for 
grant of jeep type permits..   
 The position in respect of the grantees who have not been able to produce 
vehicle on or before 31.12.2004 is as tabulated below  :-

 After careful consideration of all the facts and material placed before it the State 
Transport  Authority resolved to extend the validity of the 1431 intent letters shown as 
above upto 30.04.2005 and further resolved that no further extension shall be 
considered under any circumstances.  The State Transport Authority further directed its 
Secretary, to instruct immediately to all the Regional Transport  Officers / Dy. Regional 
Transport Officers to extend the validity of the intent letters of each of these 1431 
applicants only upto 30.04.2005 with clear instructions that the validity of the intent 
letters shall not be extended beyond 30.04.2005 and vehicles should be produced on or 
before 30.04.2005 for lifting the permits.

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ITEM NO. 9  :      To consider the question of imposing higher punishment for the 

transport vehicle owners who are found plying their vehicles on 
expired  certificate of fitness. 

 
 A meeting under the Chairmanship of the Principal Secretary (Transport) was 
held  on 14.2.2005 regarding taxi upgradation in Mumbai City.  In this meeting it was 
directed by the Principal Secretary to impose a higher punishment for the transport 
vehicle owners who are found plying their vehicles on expired fitness.    
 
 There are  various types of permits  issued either by  Regional Transport 
Authorities or the State Transport Authority.  For the permits issued by the State 
Transport Authority,  the decision is required to be taken by  State Transport Authority 
and  for the permits issued by  Regional Transport Authority  directions can be given by 
the State Transport Authority in this regard. 
 
 After perusal of agenda notes placed before it, the State Transport Authority after 
careful consideration agreed to accept the  proposal  submitted by the Secretary except 
in respect of the  1st offence  as under :

4 Fourth Ninety days 

 
 The State Transport Authority further directed that for the 1st offence, the 
punishment of 7 days suspension of permit  should be made compoundable with 
payment of compounding fees of Rs.700/- and for further offence, the suspension of 
permit should not be made compoundable.  The Action taken in this regard may be 
obtained periodically and placed before the State Transport  Authority.

ITEM NO. 10 :-  To approve different type of motor vehicles with seating capacity 

4 +1 as Contract Carriage Motor Cab (Black & Yellow) Public 
Service Vehicle Under rule 183 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles 
Rules, 1989 in the State of Maharashtra. 

 
 During the recent meeting with the officials of the Transport Department , the 
Principal Secretary and Chairman, State Transport .Authority suggested that the 
existing models which are approved for metered taxi trade do not provide adequate 
comfort and choice for the passengers.  It was further pointed out that the present tariff 
structure fixed for the metered taxi also needed to undergo change with respect to the 
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cost of  the vehicle.   It was, therefore, decided to formulate a new policy for approval of 
various available models to be used as Metered Taxis and to fix their fare structure. 
 
 The State Transport Authority  perused the agenda item and, after  careful 
consideration  of all the facts and  material placed before it,  resolved that 3 categories 
of the model for contract carriage should be approved viz   small, medium and large.  
While deciding these models, certain parameters have to be fixed in which price is to be 
the  prime criteria along with the luggage capacity,  axle weight , engine capacity,  
comfort features etc.   The State Transport Authority also  resolved that a  formula for 
these  3 categories may be worked out by the Committee. It is therefore decided to 
constitute a committee in the office of the Transport Commissioner which would consist 
of Transport Commissioner, Addl. Transport Commissioner, Joint Transport 
Commissioner, Regional Transport Officer, Thane,  Dy. Regional Transport Officer, 
Mumbai (Central) Shri B.I.Ajari to classify motor cabs (seating capacity up to 6 ) into 
small, medium and large categories and also to classify all the existing models suitable 
for use as Motor Cabs.  The commitee may invite representation  of car manufactures 
and Auto dealers for discussions.

ITEM NO. 11  :    Compulsory fitment of Electronic digital fare meter to the taxi 

cabs in Mumbai  city 
 
 
 A meeting under the Chairmanship of Principal Secretary (Transport) was held 
on 14.2.2005 regarding taxi upgradation in Mumbai City.   In this meeting it was directed 
by the Principal Secretary to implement  compulsory  fitment of electronic digital fare 
meter to the taxi cabs in Mumbai city within a period of 2 years. 
 
 An electronic digital fare meter is  approved under Maharashtra Motor Vehicles 
Rules 138 by the Transport Commissioner, Maharashtra State, Mumbai.  It is 
compulsory in respect of Air Conditioned   metered cab (cool cab)  vide sub rule (1 A)  
of the Rule 136 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles  Rules, 1989.  However,  as per existing 
provisions of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles  Rules (Rule 137) electronic digital fare  
meters are optional  for  non Air Conditioned   metered cabs.  There is always  
altercation between the taxi the driver and customer on the meter reading.   The existing 
mechanical meter can be easily tampered by a taxi driver  with the help of a meter 
repairer. 
 
 The State Transport Authority noted that it is high time to replace old mechanical 
meters by modern electronic meters. This will also help users to see the fare meter 
readings accurately.  The State Transport Authority has from time to time approved 
models like Maruti Zen,  Alto, Wagon R, Fiat Palio , Matiz etc. with compulsory fitment 
of electronic digital fare meter. No taxi owner  prefers such vehicles in taxi trade except 
on Mumbai-Pune route. Since  the motor cabs (Black and Yellow) are mainly 
concentrated in Mumbai city, the decision of compulsory fitment of electronic digital fare  
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meter can be taken by  Regional Transport Authority  as per the powers vested to it 
under Section 74 (2) (xiii) of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988. However, for this purpose the  
rule 137 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 will have to be  suitably amended.  
In the past  draft rules  were notified by the Government of Maharashtra under No. MVR 
-0198/1323/CR-63/TRA 2 dated 31.5.1999 but are yet to be finalised.   
 
 After perusal of the agenda note on the item and  the facts  and material placed 
before it and discussion thereon in the meeting,  the State Transport  Authority resolved  
use of electronic digital fare meters compulsory after amending Rule 137 of the 
Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989.  It , however, further resolved that the 
operative date of compulsory fitment of electronic digital fare meters should be after one 
year and for the new taxies or for any taxies which are produced as replacer, existing 
taxi owners should also  compulsorily fit and use the electronic digital fare meter with 
immediate effect after amendment of the Rule 137.  The State Transport Authority 
directed its Secretary to submit the formal  proposal to the Government for amendment 
and finalisation of Rule 137 of the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989.  The State 
Transport Authority also directed that while formulating the rules, the necessity of proper 
fitment of meter in the taxi and compulsory use of the electronic meters with inbuilt 
printer should also be included as one of the requirements.

 Item No.  1 :-     To  consider the proposal submitted by the 

Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation  permitting 
to adopt  flexible fare Policy. 

 
 The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration and perused the 
agenda note thereon together with the proposal submitted by the  Maharashtra State 
Road Transport Corporation. 
 
 The State Transport Authority noted that the last revision of fare allowed to the 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation  was with effect from 24.11.2004. The 
Corporation has now proposed to permit them  to  reduce the fares in the slack season  
in terms of  para 1 of  clause (d) of the Govt. Notification No.STC - 3400 /631/CR-XXXI-
TRA - I, dated 20.6.2000.  According to which the State Transport Undertaking can be 
permitted  to reduce the fares in slack season upto 10% of the fares chargeable in peak 
season in case of all types of services.    
 The proposed flexible fares  are as under :

 On perusal  of the proposal  indicated above, the State Transport Authority noted 
that  the  percentage of reduction  in the slack period fares  is from 15.18% to 33.29%  
in respect of  various  types of services operated by the Corporation.    
 
 The Corporation has  submitted to  the Authority the background for  adopting the 
flexible fare policy,  the salient features  of which are as below : 
 
1. One of  the recommendations of the “Maharashtra   Board of Restructuring State 
Enterprises”  is to look into the  fare structure and work out  flexible fare policy keeping 
in view  the passenger preferences so as to  remain attractive option to the railway 
users. 
 
2. The Corporation’s  history of  revision of fares has suggested  that the fare policy 
should be divided into two parts i.e   
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 a)  slack season  consisting of  July to September  and from December to 

March  
 
 b)  Peak season consisting of  October and November and  April to June. 
 
3. Fall of  road factor during slack season  resulting in lower  profitability . 
 
4. During slack season  the private operators  reduce the fares   resulting in 

diversion of  passengers and adversely affect the performance of the 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation. 

          
 The above mentioned reasons has  prompted the Corporation to adopt the 
flexible fare policy  with a view to compete with the private operators and to provide  
some kind of concessions to the passengers by way of  reduction in fares.  The 
Corporation  is of the view that  the flexible fare policy  will definitely result in  overall 
receipts  and improvement  in the Corporation’s functioning. The State Transport 
Authority should therefore,  favourably consider the request of the Corporation to meet 
its objective. 
 
 The Chairman observed that  the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation 
wants discretion in regard to varying fares during slack season in order to face 
increasing competition in transport sector. The Chairman suggested that instead of  
keeping flexibility of fares  for slack and peak seasons  the Corporation may  consider 
the same  for the whole year round.   The proposed  lower flexible fares  should be 33%   
for  VOLVO  and Air Conditioned Deluxe buses  and 15%  in respect of other types of 
services  and should not  under any circumstances  exceed  the ceiling rate as fixed by  
Government by  its Notification .   
 
 After careful consideration of all the facts and material  before it, and the 
deliberations and discussions during the meeting,   the State Transport Authority 
resolved to permit  the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation to reduce  the 
fares  in upto 33% in respect of VOLVO  and Air Conditioned Deluxe type of services 
and   not more than 15%  in respect of  all other types of services subject to the 
condition that  the fares  should not  exceed  the ceiling rate as fixed by the Government 
from time to time as per notification.  The State Transport Authority further resolved  to 
have the  existing notification  in this behalf  duly revised  and directed  its Secretary  to 
submit  suitable proposal  to the Government in this behalf immediately.

Resolution, and  is based  on the Automatic Fare Revision Formula established by the 
Committee appointed for the purpose by the Government of Maharashtra. On account of 
different factors, to be taken into account for Automatic Fare Revision, the basic fare (Taking 
into account the Passenger Tax), per stage, for ordinary service has to increase by 27.66 paise. 
As per the existing fare structure, the fare (including Passenger Tax), per stage of ordinary 
service is Rs. 3.36. Adding the increase 27.66 paise - Say 28 paise as per the Automatic Fare 
Revision Formula as worked out above, the  revised basic fare per stage of ordinary service 
comes to Rs.3.64. This represents an increase of 8.33%. 
 
   While  computing the fares, the part of fares less than 50 paise is to be ignored 
and the part of fares in 50 paise or more is to be rounded off to the multiple of a next higher 
rupee as per Letter No. TRW-1382/Pra.Kra.398/Treasury/8, dated 1.4.1987 issued by Finance 
Department, Government of Maharashtra. 
 
  The Authority, thereafter, perused the stagewise fare table for various types of 
services submitted by the Vice Chairman & Managing Director, Maharashtra State Road 
Transport Corporation, Mumbai and accepted the same. 
 
2.  The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State, Mumbai resolved to approve 
the fare table submitted by Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation which is attached to 
this Resolution and directed all Regional Transport Authorities to give effect to the said stage 
wise fare table w.e.f. midnight between  13th & 14th October, 2005.

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Item  No.4 :-     Consideration of the request from Maharashtra State Road Transport  

Corporation  for the permission to provide “Electronic Ticket  issuing  
Machines”instead of  conductor.  

 
  The State Transport Authority perused the agenda note placed before it, together 
with the other material placed on the record. The Vice Chairman and Managing Director, himself 
representated the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation. He explained the proposal in 
detail and its requirement. He further submitted that State Transport Authority had already 
passed proposal of conductorless services upto the distance of 271 Kms. The Corporation desires 
to reduce the cost of operation.    
 In his representation before the State Transport Authority, the Vice Chairman and 
Managing Director of  Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation. sought to modify his 
 
proposal and  agreed to retain the conductors who will provided with the Electronic Ticket 
Issuing Machines. 
 As informed by the Corporation, merits of the Electronic Ticket Issuing Machines are as 
below : 
1) Ticket printing charges as well as manpower will be saved. 
2) There is no need to transport or storage of printed tickets. 
3) All type of information regarding sale of tickets will be available at once. 
4) It will help avoid misappropriation. 
5) Due to non deployment of conductors man power requirement will  decrease and    
 expenditure  on their salaries will also be saved. 
6) Accurate records of passengers and  transportation of passengers as well as                  
 concessional rates for transportation will be available. 
7) Accurate information about trip based revenue will be available. 
8) Accurate information regarding passengers who are travelling at concessional rates for  
 transportation will be available and hence proper demand can be placed with the   
 Government. 
 
 After careful consideration of all the facts and material placed before it, the State 
Transport Authority resolved to allow introduction of Electronic Ticket Issuing Machines in the 
Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation buses with the conductors, on a pilot basis, at any 
one depot selected by the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation. The State Transport 
Authority directed its Secretary to issue a letter of grant in this regard.

 The Fleet Taxi Service Scheme as proposed  in the agenda item was perused by the State 
Transport Authority.  The following officers who were specially invited, participated in the 
discussions on this issue.

     Govt  of Maharashtra. 
 2.  Shri Satish Mathur, Joint Commissioner of Police (Traffic), Mumbai 
 3.  Shri P.K. Murthy, Chief Town Planner, M.M.R.D.A.,  Mumbai 
 4.  Shri. S. S. Mehta,  Dy. Chief Engineer (Traffic), B.M.C. Mumbai. 
 
 The Fleet Taxi Service Scheme , 2006 as prepared by the office of the Transport 
Commissioner, was explained by the Secretary, State Transport Authority.  
 
 Some of the participants  expressed  the views  that  the old vehicles  in taxi category  
should be scrapped  while some other participants suggested that  these old vehicles  should be 
removed out of Mumbai.  However, it was  pointed out that  even if the vehicles  were allowed to 
migrate  out side Mumbai they would possibily come back in Mumbai and operate. Therefore, it 
was felt  that scrapping of these vehicles is the only best  option.  Thereupon  the Secretary, State 
Transport Authority brought to the attention of the State Transpot Authority, the Hon'ble 
Bombay High Court's directions  to phase out all taxies above 8 years of age unless they are 
converted  to run on CNG/LPG.  After such conversion the Hon'ble High Court has not imposed 
any life span for these vehicles.  Further, the Secretary, State Transport  Authority stressed that 
only the Government of India is empowered to fix  age of vehicles under Section  59 of the 
Motor Vehicles Act, 1988.  Thereafter the issue of scrapping  of the vehicles  was not  discussed 
further.   After  detail deliberations,  the State Transport Authority resolved to accord  approval 
to the Scheme in principle subject to the addition of following conditions to the paragraph 5 and 
8 of the scheme. 
 
1. Paragraph 5 (Scrutiny of application)       
 a)  Companies registered under  the Companies Act, 1956 and the Partnership firms are 
only eligible to apply under this scheme. Individual are debarred from making the application 
under this scheme. 
 
 b)  The applicant Company shall provide,  call centres with toll free number. 
 c) That the operator shall have a minimum net worth equivalent to Indian Rupees 
10(Ten) crores. (Bank Solvency Certificate to be produced). 
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 Paragraph 8 - General conditions to be observed by the holder of the licence. 
 
 i)   The fare to be charged under the Scheme, colour scheme of the vehicles , and the 
selection of the operators (applicant) shall be decided by the State Transport Authority. 
 
 ii)   The area of operation for the vehicles covered under the scheme, shall be the whole 
of Greater Mumbai, Navi Mumbai, Thane, Mira Bhayandar, Dombivali, Kalyan and Ulhasnagar 
municipal corporation areas, with connecting rural areas if there are any. 
 
 The State Transport Authority also decided that  
 
 a) Wherever necessary, the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules will have to be suitably 
amended. 
 b)  The advertisements, if permitted to be displayed on the vehicles covered under the 
scheme, shall be subject to the observance of the following code : 
 
 i)    Glow Sign advertisements  shall be on the roof top of the  vehicles; 
 ii)   Initially the advertisements other than glow sign advertisements should be allowed         

to be displayed  on left side of the vehicle ; 
 iii)  Views/comments  from the various unions of the taximen, should be, obtained  in         

regard to displaying advertisements. After deliberating on these views/comments          
final approval to the advertisement  will be granted. 

 
 c)   A board  indicating the word "TAXI'" shall be prominently displayed at roof top to      

the front  side of the vehicle so as to make it easily identifiable. 
 
 d)  The letter of  intent directing the applicant to produce the vehicles within three              

months should be issued by the officer of the State Transport Authority on the             
direction of the State Transport Authority. 

 
  After inserting the suggestions of the participants the approved revised scheme is 

as below:  
 Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006 

1. Short title, commencement and application :- 
 (a) This scheme may be called FLEET TAXI SERVICE SCHEME, 2006 

 (b) It shall come into force on the 1st day of April 2006 

 (c) All motor cabs in the city of Mumbai, to which contract carriage permit have been 

issued under section 74 of the act, can avail of this. 

2. Definitions – In this section unless the context otherwise requires – 

 (a) “Act” means Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988) 

 (b) “Form” means a form appended to this scheme 
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 (c) “Licence” means a licence granted or renewed to operate the fleet of Motor Cabs of 

the permit holders who are affiliate with this scheme 

 (d) “Licensing Authority” means the State Transport Authority constituted under sub. 

Section (1) of section 68 of the Act. 

 (e) “Operator” means the  company who operates the scheme of fleet taxi service. 

 (f)  "Permit Holder" means the person in whose name the permit is granted under section 

74 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988.  

  

3. Licensing of operator:– No person shall engage himself in the business of Fleet Taxi 

Service under this scheme without a valid licence. 

4. Application for grant or renewal of a licence:- An application for grant of licence shall 

be made in Form 1 to the Licensing Authority, and shall be accompanied by a fee of Rs.1,00,000 

(Rupees one lakh) . 

5. Scrutiny of application:– A licensing authority shall before granting or renewing a 

licence take into consideration the following, namely :- 

 a) That operator has a good moral character. 

 b) That the operator has necessary facilities for parking (other than existing taxi stands), 

maintenance and repair of the vehicles affiliated to the scheme. 

 c) That the financial resources of the applicant are sufficient to provide for the continued 

maintenance of the scheme. 

 d) That the operator shall have assess to a GPS / GPRS system. 

 e) That the operator should operate motor cabs not less than 500 and not more than 

10,000 fitted with electronic meters having printer facility. Also such  motor cabs should be air-

conditioned and covered with comprehensive Insurance, Fitness Certificate, Motor Vehicles Tax,  

paid up to date. 

 F)   That the operator shall produce a performance guarantee in the form of bank   

        guarantee  of Rs. Ten lakhs. 
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 G)   Companies registered under  the Companies Act, 1956  and partnership firms are 

only eligible to apply under the Scheme. Individuals, are debarred from making the applications 

under this scheme. 

 h)  Have 24 hrs. inquiry and complaint counter accessible by communication facility like 
Telephone, E-Mail, etc. and keep record for receipt and complaints and clarification it should 
also produce before Licensing Authority for inspection whenever demanded. 
 
 i)   That the operator shall have a minimum net worth equivalent to Indian Rupees 
10(Ten) crores. (Bank Solvency Certificate to be produced). 
 
 ii)   Letter of Interest will be first issued and after completion of 500 agreements licence 
will be issued.   
 
6. Grant of licence:– The licensing authority may, on receipt of an application under 

paragraph 4 and after satisfying itself that, the applicant has complied with the requirements of 

paragraph 5, issue sanction letter if it satisfies that, the applicant is having consent letters from 

minimum 100 permit holder and agreed to complete the minimum quota of 500 within 180 days 

in the lots of 50 at a time and then grant or renew the licence in Form 2. 

  Provided further that the period can be further extended upto 180 days by the 

State Transport Authority. Provided further that no application for a licence shall be refused by 

the licencing authority unless the applicant is given an opportunity of being heard and reasons 

for such refusal are given in writing by the licencing authority 

7. Duration of licence:– A licence granted  under paragraph 6 shall be valid in perpetuating 

provided that it can be revoked if the operator violates any of the condition of the licence and / or 

if this scheme. 

8. General condition to be observed by the holder of the licence:-  

 The holder of a licence shall, 

 (a) have expertise human resource in transport sector for managing the scheme. 
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 (b) provide training facility to the drivers regarding defensive driving, technical expertise 

and courtesy and behaviour to treat passenger “Atithi Devobhava” to promote tourism, as per the 

syllabus and for the period specified by the Transport Commissioner. Frequency for the refresher 

course may also be specified by the Transport Commissioner. 

 (c) should complete the training of first phase of driver within 3 months from the 

commencement of the scheme. However, no untrained driver should be allowed to drive cab, 

cover with the scheme after completion of the above period. 

 (d) allow Permit holder for giving first choice to drive vehicle in atleast one shift. 

 (e) Provide the service for round the clock. 

 (f) Provide for annual  medical check up of its drivers. 

 (g) Type of vehicle : only those make and model of vehicles shall be permitted to be 

granted under the scheme as an approved by S.T.A.  

 (h) not have any claim on the permit and will not allow to transfer the permit without 

consent of the permit holder. 

 (i) sign an agreement of utilizing the permit for, minimum period of 5 years. 

 (j) Licensee shall  be responsible for proper maintanance of taxis including all electronic 

equipments in the taxi and periodical check up of the same to ascertain accuracy of caliberation. 

 (k) pay various taxes including income tax, professional tax, service tax (if applicable) 

and produce the proof of the said, whenever demanded by the authority. 

 (l) paint the motor cabs with the colour scheme approved by the State Transport 

Authority. 

 (m) Use the Tariff as approved by the S.T.A. 
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 (n) the area  of operation of the Motor cabs covered under scheme shall be the whole of 

Greater Mumbai with extention upto Municipal Corporation Areas of Navi Mumbai, Thane, 

Mira Bhyandar, Dombivali, Kalyan and Ulhasnagar with the connecting rural areas if  any. 

 (o) Disposed off/scrapped the existing motor cab in such a way that it's  reuse  as motor 

cab is not feasible. 

9. Duties and responsibilities of Permit holder of motor cabs:-  

      The permit holder shall, 

 (a) sign the agreement with the operator as required by State Transport Authority. 

 (b) remain present at the time of Registration and / or Replacement of the cab and at 

the time of renewal of certificate of fitness as well as permit renewal. 

 (c) not be allowed to move out from the agreement, unless the agreement period is 

completed, except  as mutually agreed between Licensee and Permit Holder.  

10. Power of licensing authority to suspend or cancel the licence:–  

Officer of and above the rank of Inspector of Motor Vehicles will have right to visit the business 

place of operator and carry out the inquiry, whatever be necessary. 

 (1)  If the Licensing authority is satisfied after giving the holder of the licence, an 

opportunity of being heard, that he has – 

 (a) failed to comply with the provisions of paragraph 8; or 

 (b) failed to maintain the motor cab in compliance with the provisions of the Act and 

rules; or 

 (c) Serious complaint against the operator by any permit holder / passenger / any 

authority has been proved beyond reasonable doubt; 

(i) suspend the licence for a specified period; or 
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(ii) cancel the licence 

(2) Where the licence is liable to be cancelled or suspended and the licensing authority is of 

opinion that having regard to the circumstances of the case, it would not be necessary or 

expedient to cancel or suspend the licence, if the holder of the licence agrees to pay the fine, that 

may be imposed by the licensing authority, then notwithstanding anything contained in clause 

(1), the licensing authority may, instead of cancelling or suspending the licence, as the case may 

be, recover from the holder of the licence, the said fine. 

Provided that above fine should not be less than Rs.1,000/- and should not exceed Rs.10,000/-.  

 (3) For the purpose of recovery of the sum of money agreed upon, the State Transport 

Authority may, specify the amount recoverable for each day of suspension and the 

amount recoverable in lieu of cancellation of the licence and specify the time within 

which the sum of money agreed upon is payable failing which the orders passed 

under clause (1) shall be implemented. 

 (4) When the licence is suspended or cancelled under clause (1), the holder of the 

licence shall surrender the licence to the licensing authority. 

11. Voluntary surrender of the licence: – The holder of a licence may at any time surrender 

the licence issued to him to his licensing authority which granted the licence and, on such 

surrender, the licensing authority shall cancel the licence subject to forfeiture of performance 

guarantee. The holder of the licence before surrendering the licence shall clear the dues referred 

to in clause (2) of paragraph 10.

Item No. 3:    Approval to the proposal submitted by the Vice Chairman & Managing 
Director, Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation, Mumbai under 
his letter No.ST/TD/OPN/ Gen./88 /Fares/4538 dated 18th July 2006 
regarding revision of fares of stage carriage services as per Govt. 
Resolution, Home Department, No. MTC-1099/451/CR-21/TRA-1, dated 
16.4.1999. 

 
  The State Transport Authority noted that the proposed fare revision as submitted 

by the Vice Chairman & Managing Director, Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation, 

Mumbai vide its letter No.ST/TD/OPN/ Gen./88  /Fares/4538 dated 18th July 2006 is based on 

the formula laid down vide Government Resolution, Home Department, No. MTC-

1099/451/CR-21/TRA-1 dated 16.4.1999. The General Manager (Traffic), Maharashtra State 

Road Transport Corporation, Mumbai who was present during the meeting, briefed the authority 

regarding the details of the proposed fare structure and also stated  that  proposed increase in the 

fares is strictly within the limits laid down by the Govt. in the said Govt. Resolution, and  is 

based  on the Automatic Fare Revision Formula established by the Committee appointed for the 

purpose by the Government of Maharashtra. On account of different factors, to be taken into 

account for Automatic Fare Revision, the basic fare (Taking into account the Passenger Tax), per 

stage, for ordinary service has to increase by 14.22 paise. As per the existing fare structure, the 

fare (including Passenger Tax), per stage of ordinary service is Rs. 3.64. Adding the increase 

14.22 paise - Say 14 paise as per the Automatic Fare Revision Formula as worked out above, the  

revised basic fare per stage of ordinary service comes to Rs.3.78. This represents an increase of 

3.85%. 

 

   While  computing the fares, the part of fares less than 50 paise is to be ignored 

and the part of fares in 50 paise or more is to be rounded off to the multiple of a next higher 

rupee as per Letter No. TRW-1382/Pra.Kra.398/Treasury/8, dated 1.4.1987 issued by Finance 

Department, Government of Maharashtra. 

 

  The Authority, thereafter, perused the stage wise fare table for various types of 

services submitted by the Vice Chairman & Managing Director, Maharashtra State Road 

Transport Corporation, Mumbai and accepted the same. 
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2.  The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State, Mumbai resolved to approve 

the fare table submitted by Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation which is attached to 

this Resolution and directed all Regional Transport Authorities to give effect to the said stage 

wise fare table w.e.f. midnight between  16th & 17th August, 2006.

The powers to suspend or cancel the licence also vests in the 

State Transport Authority.  

 

 The Secretary, State Transport Authority pointed out that the powers which can be 

delegated by the State Transport Authority to the Transport Commissioner were listed in Rule 64 

of the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 and those powers did not include the power to 

grant or renew the licence for renting motor cabs. He further stated that it is for this reason that 

all applications received for grant or renewal of licence under Rent - A - Cab Scheme are placed 

before the State Transport Authority for consideration.  

 

 On careful consideration the State Transport Authority directed the Secretary, State 

Transport Authority to refer the matter to the Government of Maharashtra for effecting 

amendment in the Rule 64 of the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 to authorised the 

State Transport Authority to delegate its powers of renewal of Rent - A - Cab licences to the 

Transport Commissioner. 

         (Resolution 
No.26/2006). 

 
Item No. 5:    To consider delegation of powers by State Transport Authority to the 

Transport  Commissioner in the matter of transfer of Stage Carriage 
permits for Inter-State routes . 
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 Sub-section (1) of Section 82 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 provides for transfer of 

permits from one person to another, while the provision for transfer of permits from the name of 

the deceased permit holder to the name of the person succeeding to the possession of the vehicle 

is made in sub-section (3) of the section 82. 

 

 Rule 64(1)(B)(b)(vi) of the Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 has authorised the 

State Transport Authority to delegate its  above mentioned powers under sub-section (1) and (3) 

of section 82 to transfer permit to an officer of the Motor Vehicles Department not lower in rank 

than Assistant Transport  Commissioner. However, the State Transport Authority has so far not  

delegated these powers to the officers of the Motor Vehicles Department. 

 

 Now, with a view to facilitate prompt conduct of business, the State Transport Authority 

resolved to delegate its powers under sub- sections (1) and (3) of Section 82 of the Motor 

Vehicles Act, 1988 to transfer stage carriage permits to the Transport Commissioner. The State 

Transport Authority further directed the Secretary, State Transport Authority to place before it 

for ratification the details of action taken in exercise of these delegated powers.

Item No. 6:      To consider the application of M/s International Travels House Ltd, New - 

Delhi 110 017 dt.11.06.2004 in prescribed form No. 2 for grant of Branch  
office licence for renting motor cabs in respect of an office at Pune  411  
001, under section 75 of M. V. Act 1988 and Rent- a-cab scheme;   1989. 

 
  The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration. The authority noted 

that the application was in order and that the office had caused necessary enquiries to ascertain 

the compliance of requirement of paragraph 5 of the said scheme. The same was perused by the 

Authority. On being satisfied that the applicant has complied with the requirements of paragraph 

5 of the said scheme, the State Transport Authority resolved to grant M/s International Travels 

House Ltd, New - Delhi 110 017 licence for its Branch Office at Pune - 411 001 for a period of 5 

years subject to the usual terms and conditions.

Item No. 7:      To approve make and models for registration of Motor Cabs to be operated 

under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006 approved by the State 
Transport Authority.  

 
 The agenda item was perused by the State Transport Authority.  
 
 The State Transport Authority noted that only those make and models of vehicles as 

approved by it would be permitted to be operated under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme.  

 

 The Secretary, State Transport Authority stated that every time a new model vehicle is 

introduced in the market, the same would have to be approved by the State Transport Authority 

for its use as motor cab which would entail considerable consumption of time and might also 

result in delay in operationalising the Fleet Taxi Service. 

 Therefore, with a view to obviate the necessity of  placing the matters of  newer models 

before the State Transport Authority for its approval as Public Service Vehicle (Motor Cab), the 

State Transport Authority directed the Secretary, State Transport Authority to direct the 

Registering Authorities in Mumbai to accept the vehicles of 1000 c.c. and above approved by the 

Transport Commissioner, Maharashtra State as non - transport vehicles (private cars) for their 

registration as motor cabs to be plied under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme. The State Transport 

Authority further directed that only sedan type vehicles (with luggage boot i.e. Dickey) should 

be allowed for operation under the Fleet Taxi Service.  

 
         (Resolution 

No.29/2006). 
 
 
Item No. 8:      To  consider letter dated 15.05.2006 received from M/s. kinetic Marketing & 

Services Ltd., Pune seeking clarification on one of the conditions of Rent - 
A - Motor Cycle licence requiring them to operate minimum 50 Motor 
Cycles.  

 
 
 The State Transport Authority had, in its 220th meeting held on 6th and 14th March, 

2006, resolved to grant M/s. Kinetic Marketing and Services Ltd., Pune, a licence for renting 

motor cycles under Rent-A-Motor Cycles Scheme, 1997 published by the Central Government 

under Section 75 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (Resolution No. 8/2006). 
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 This permission was subject to the condition that the number of motor cycles to be 

operated by the applicant under the licence shall be minimum 50. 

 However, the applicant company, M/s. Kinetic Marketing & Services Ltd., Pune, had, 

vide their letter dated 15.05.2006, sought clarification on the above condition making it 

mandatory for them to operate at least 50 motor cycles as against the requirement laid down in 

para 5 (v) of the Scheme that the applicant maintains not less than 5 motor cycles. 

 

 The Secretary, State Transport Authority pointed out that the State Transport Authority 

had discretion to fix 5 or more number of motor cycles for operation under the Rent - A - Motor 

Cycle Scheme, 1997 published in Gazette of India (Extraordinary) Part II sec. 3 (i) dated 

12.05.1997 as amended by S. O. 257 (E) published in Gazette of India (Extraordinary) Part II 

sec. 3 (ii) dated 26.03.1998 and it was in exercise of this discretion that the State Transport 

Authority had directed the applicant company to operate minimum 50 motor cycles on the 

licence granted to them.  

 On careful consideration, the State Transport Authority decided to relax the earlier 

condition of operating minimum 50 motor cycles and directed that the applicant company should 

start the operation under the Scheme with 20 (twenty) motor cycles and increase the number to 

50 (fifty) within a period of six months. The State Transport Authority also decided to allow 

flexibility so as to further extend the period of six months to enable the applicant to comply with 

the condition.

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 The perused the agenda item and learnt that the permits sought under the Regional 
Transport Authority, Amaravati's decision were in relation to Jeep type vehicles.

 Having regard to the fact that the people in many towns in the Melghat region have to 
suffer a lot due to non - availability of  transportation facilities, the State Transport Authority, in 
the interests of public convenience resolved to allow the Regional Transport Authority, 
Amaravati to grant not more than 25 (twenty five) taxi permits for Jeep type vehicles to only the 
unemployed local tribal persons in the Melghat region on First Come First Served basis after 
giving wide publicity to the scheme. The State Transport Authority further resolved to allow the 
Regional Transport Authority, Amaravati to frame its own guidelines in the matter of granting 
these 25 permits.

A) With a view to provide modern world class taxi services in Mumbai and adjacent areas 

the State Transport Authority, Maharashtra had, in its 220th meeting held on 6th and 14th 

March, 2006, approved a Scheme called "Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006". 

 In the light of the provisions of the Scheme guidelines have been prepared for 

implementation of the Scheme. 

 Under this Scheme the following 5 companies have so far applied on payment of the fees 

Rs.1,00,000/- (per application) for licence to operate the services : 

1) Mumbai Taxi Co. Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (East),  Mumbai. 

2) V. Link Tours & Travels Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (West), Mumbai. 

3) Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt. Ltd., Kandivli (East), Mumbai. 

4) Smart Cab Transportation Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (East), Mumbai. 

5) Mega Cabs Ltd., Andheri (West), Mumbai. 

 These companies have been requested to comply with the requirements such as 

production of bank guarantee of Rs.10 lakhs as a performance guarantee, Bank solvency 

certificate showing net worth of Rs.10 crores, consent letters from minimum 100 individual 

permit holders, etc. One of the applicants, Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt. Ltd., have informed their 

readiness  to start the Fleet Taxi service. Their request was deliberated in the meeting in detail. 

Issuance of Letter of Intent 

  The Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt. Ltd. are ready with the 100 consent letters from individual 

permit holders. They have also obtained confirmation from TATA Consultancy Services who are 

interested in the project in the capacity of an end-to-end IT solution and services provider and 

also GPS solution provider.  They have, therefore, requested for grant of Letter of Intent. 
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 However, they have not yet fulfilled the conditions of producing performance guarantee 

in the form of Bank guarantee of Rs. 10 lakhs and Bank Solvency certificate showing minimum 

net worth of Rs.10 crores.  

 After careful consideration and deliberation the need of solvency certificate is reviewed 

on the background of investment in the infrastructure, State Transport Authority resolved to 

delete the condition of Bank Solvency certificate and the Chairman, State Transport Authority is 

authorised to take the decision of issuance of Letter of Intent after compliance with other 

conditions mentioned in the Scheme. 

Fixation of Fare Structure. 

 Fare for taxis to be operated under the Fleet Taxi Service can be fixed by the S.T.A. 

under the provisions of Section 68(3)(b) of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988.   

 At present, the minimum fare for ordinary metered (black and yellow) taxis and cool cabs 

in Mumbai as approved by the R.T.A. ,Mumbai is as follows: 

 Black and Yellow Metered Taxis : Rs.13/-  for initial 1.6 km and Rs. 8.50/-  

     per subsequent km. (with effect from 07.10.2000) 

 Cool Cabs    : Rs. 16.50   (with effect from 07.10.2000) 

 (25% additional fare for journey from 12.00 midnight to 5.00 a.m.). 

 A reasonable fare structure for Fleet Taxis in Greater Mumbai  based on the formula for 

future revision as suggested by the Taxi Trade Inquiry Committee, 1996 is as below :

the State Transport Authority resolved to approve the fare for Fleet Taxis as under:  

 i) for initial one kilometer Rs.15/- 

          ii) for every subsequent kilometer Rs.13/- 

         iii) operator will be permitted to charge 25% extra for journeys performed from 12                        

midnight to 5 A.M. 

 Taking into consideration the adoption of Metric System by Govt. of India , the State 

Transport Authority resolved to approve one kilometer as initial stage instead of present 1.6 

kilometers.

 In the absence of actual data and lack of feed back the above fare is  provisional and will 

be operative till 31.03.2007, thereafter it will be reviewed on basis of actual data, experience and 

feedback 

Permission for advertisement. 
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 Rule 134 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 provides for prohibition of painting 

and marking in certain manner.  

 As per sub - rule 1 of this rule, no advertising device, figure or writing shall be exhibited 

on any transport vehicle save as may be permitted by the Regional Transport Authority by 

general or special order :  

 In its meeting held on 6th and 14th March, 2006, the State Transport Authority had 

decided that the advertisements, if permitted to be displayed on the vehicles covered under the 

Scheme, shall be subject to the observance of the following code. 

 i) Glow sign advertisements shall be on the roof top of the vehicles. 

 ii) Initially the advertisements other than Glow sign advertisements should be  

   allowed to be displayed on left side of the vehicle. 

 iii) Views/comments from the various unions of the taximen should be obtained in  

  regard to displaying advertisements. After deliberating on these views/comments  

 final approval to the advertisement will be granted. 

 The State Transport Authority has also decided that a board indicating the word "TAXI" 

shall be prominently displayed at roof top to the front side of the vehicle so as to make it easily 

identifiable. 

 After careful consideration and deliberation the State Transport Authority resolved to 

allow : 

 a) the advertisements on the door panels (i.e. below the glass) only. 

 b) the advertisement at rear side of the vehicle i.e.  on luggage boot (Dicky) provided 

     that the tail light and the registration plate should not be covered. 

 c) it shall be obligatory to carry social  message duly approved by State Transport 

Authority on one door panel. However, this obligation shall not be more than 3 months 

in any calendar year and shall not be carried forward. Sponsoring agency for their 

social  message  shall bear the costs  of putting  the advertisements. 

Renewal of permits for the period of 7 years and revival of dormant permits.  

 The request for renewal of permits for the period of 7 years cannot be granted in view of 

the provisions of sub - section  (1) of Section 81 of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 according to 

which a permit other than a temporary permit issued under Section 87 or a special permit issued 

under sub - section (8) of  Section 88 shall be effective from the date of issuance  or renewal 
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thereof for a period of 5 years. As per sub - section (2) of Section 81 of Motor Vehicles Act, 

1988 a permit may be  renewed on an application made not less than fifteen days before the date 

of it's expiry. However this sub - section is silent on the submission of renewal application for 

advance period. 

 The Regional Transport Authority, Mumbai vide its resolution No. 1 dated 29.11.2000 

have decided to accept the application for renewal for six months in advance. 

 After careful consideration and deliberation the State Transport Authority resolved to 

reexamine the issue and put up in next meeting of the State Transport Authority. 

Colour Scheme.  

 The office of the Transport Commissioner has, vide letter No. MISC - 0604/CR - 712/ 

Desk II (3)/ON - 10910 dated 20.06.2006  submitted a proposal to the Govt. of Maharashtra for 

adding a new proviso in the relevant Rule 135 (8) of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 

regarding colour scheme for various kinds of vehicles. Govt. is in the process of issuing a 

notification about colour scheme. Accordingly it was resolved to approve the colour scheme 

submitted by the applicant M/s. Mumbai Gold Cabs Ltd.  (attached herewith) subject to the 

amendment  in Rule 135 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rule, 1989. 

Item no. (B) is not discussed in the meeting and shall be discussed in next meeting of the State 

Transport Authority.

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Item No. : 02. A) - To consider the proposal of BEST Undertaking to amend Govt.  
Notification No. MVA 0604/1328/CR - 75/TRA - 2, dated 04.08.2006 for 
charging higher fares for the buses under Bus Rapid Transit System to 
be introduced between Thane and Dadar. 

 
  B) - To approve colour scheme for the buses to be operated under the    

Bus Rapid Transit System. 
 
 (A) The agenda note was perused by the State Transport Authority.  

 After discussion and careful consideration, the STA decided to propose an amendment to 

the Govt.  Notification No. MVA 0604/1328/CR - 75/TRA - 2, dated 04.08.2006, so that fares 

chargeable on the Air Conditioned and Non - Air Conditioned buses operated under  Bus Rapid 

Transit System (BRTS) be the fares chargeable for ordinary services plus not more than 400% 

(as against the BEST Undertaking's request for 500%) and 200% (as against the BEST 

Undertaking's request for 250%) respectively.  

 
 (B) The State Transport Authority approved the colour scheme as proposed by the BEST 

Undertaking for the buses to be operated under the Bus Rapid Transit System.A picture of an 

approved colour scheme is attached.

Cabs Pvt.,Ltd ., Kandivali (East) Mumbai-400101 and 
Mumbai Taxi Co.Pvt.Ltd.,Goregaon (East), Mumbai-400063 
who had applied for "licence" under Fleett Taxi Service 
Scheme, 2006  to enable them to start the Taxi Service under 
the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006 as approved by the State 
Transport Authority, Maharashtra State. 

 
  The agenda item was perused by the State Transport Authority. 
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  The STA noted that on the directions of the Charman, STA the applicant 

companies, namely M/s. Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt.Ltd. and Mumbai Taxi 

Co.Pvt.Ltd. had been granted "Provisional Licence" to start the Fleet Taxi Service. 

 The format of "Provisional Licence" and the licence conditions and 

additional  permit conditions were approved by the STA. However, the STA 

directed the Secretary, STA to delete the condition No.5 (regarding prior approval 

for content and format of the advertisement to be displayed on the Fleet Taxi ) 

contained in the Additional Permit Conditions.

Item No.4  To condiser to allow the operators (Licence holders) of Fleet 
Taxi Service to put 6 seater taxis in place of the old 4 seater 
taxis on the permits being used under the Fleet Taxi Service

 The agenda note was perused by the State Transport Authority. 
  
 On careful consideration, the State Transport Authority resolved to allow the 
operators (licence holders) of Fleet Taxi Service to put motor cabns upto the 
capacity of 6 seats (excluding driver) in place of the old 4 seater taxis on the 
permit being u sed   under the FVleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006, subject to the 
condition that the replacer vehicle is duly approved by the testing agencies 
specified under Rule 126 of Central Motors Vehicles Rules, 1989 and also by the 
Transport Commissioner.

Item No. : 5 - To consider renewal of permits for renewal upto two years in 

advance before expiry of the permit and revival of dormant 
permits in respect of Taxis to be used for Fleet Taxi Services 
under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006 approved by the 
State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State. 

 
  Agenda note  was    perpused by the STA. 
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  M/s. Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt.Ltd. have requested that permits may be 
considered for renewal upto two years in advance before expiry of the permit ( so 
as to make period of permit coterminus with period of agreement between permit 
holder and Fleet Taxi Scheme operator) at the time of application of registration of 
new vehicle in place of old Black & Yellow vehicle. They have also requested for 
revival of the dormant permits of the taximen whose consent letters have been 
obtained by them. 
  The Secretary, STA informed the STA that as per the provisions of sub - 
section (2)  of Section 81 an application for renewal of a permit is required to be 
made not less than 15 days before the date of expiry of the permit. The Secretary , 
STA further informed that the Regional Transport Authority, Mumbai has, vide its 
resolution No.1 dated 29.11.2000, adopted a policy decision to accept such 
applications for renewal u pto six months in advance before expiration of prmits. 
  
  However, the above referred sub - section (2) of Section 81 is silent on the 
quantum of maximum period within which the renewal application can be 
submitted in advance. 
 
  After discussion and on careful consideration, the State Transport Authority 
resolved to direct the Regional Transport Authority, Mumbai to modify the above 
referred resolutiuon No. 1 dated 29.11.2000 by way of addition as follows: 
 
  " In respect of taxi permits intended to be used under the Fleet Taxi Service 
Schemefd, applications for their renewal made not more than two years in advance 
before their expiry  may be considered subject to payment of appropriate fees 
payable as per the provisions of the Motor Vehicles Law" Fee 
for unexpired period of permit shall neither be refunded nor adjusted as part fee for 
future period.

Item No. 06:  To consider issuing directions to Regional Transport                     
   Authority, Mumbai to renew Black and Yellow taxi permits         
   even 5 years after their expiry so as to facilitate its u se under    
            the Fleet Taxi Service Schbeme, 2006. 
 
 The agenda note was perused by the State Transport Authority. 
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 The State Transport Authority noted that as per the provisions of sub-section (2) of 
Section 81 of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 a permit may be renewed on an 
application made not less than fifteen days before the date of its expiry. However, 
sub-section (3) of the Section 81 empowers the transport authorities to entertain an 
application for the renewal of a permit after the ladt date specified in sub-section 
(1) if it satisfied that the applicant was preventedc by good and sufficient cause 
from making an application within the time specified. 
 
 The State Transport Authority further noted that the Regional Transport Authority, 
Mumbai has delegated to the RTOs powers to consider taxi permits for renewal 
where the application for renewal is submitted within a period of 5 years from its 
expiration. Further, this delegation of powers is going to be exercised by theh 
RTOs only upto the end of January, 2007 as per the policy decision. The cases of 
renewal of permits expired more than 5 years back are required to be placed before 
the RTA for its consideration. After January 2007, the policy of the RTA requires, 
the RTOs will consider taxi permits for renewal inm the cases where application is 
made within 2 years from the fdate of its expiry and cases beyond that will be 
placed before the RTA for consideration. 
 
 After careful consideration of all the facts and material before it and discussions 
during the meeting, the State Transport Authority, under the powers vested in it 
under Section 68(3) (a) of the Motor Vehicles Act,1988, resolved to direct the 
Regional Transport Authority, Mumbai to modify the abve resolutions by way of 
additions as follows: 
 
 In respect of permits intended to be bused only under the Fleet Taxi Service, 
 
 I) application made for renewal of a permit within a pperiod of 2 years after the 
datge of its expiry shall be considered by the RTOs, 
      II) application for renewal of a permit made after a period of 2 years of expiry 
but within 5 years from the date of its expiry shall be considered by the Regional 
Transport Authority, 
     III) application received after 5 years from the date of expiration of the permit 
shall be referred by the Secretary, RTA to the State Transport Authority for 
decision.

  After  disussion and careful consideration, the State Transport 
Authrity resolved to approve the model Maruti Versa for registration as special taxi 
for physically challended passengers for its use under the Fleet Taxi Service 
Scheme on experimental basis onluy for three vehicles subject to the condition that 
the All India Institute for Physically Handicapped and Rehabilitation situated at 
Haji Ali, Mumbai certifies the vehicle as fit for the use of physically challenged 
persons.

Item No.10:  To peruse the Notification No. STC 3406/CR- 71/TRA -1                     
dated 20.10.2006 issued by the Govt. of Maharashtra in Home                    
Department permitting State Transport Undertakings to reduce                    
stage carriage fares in all seasons i.e. any time during the year                     
upto the extent of certain percentage. 
 
  The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State had, in its 218th meeting 
held on 21.04.20-05, resolved to permit the Maharashtra State Road Transport 
Corporation to reduce its stage carriages fares in     slack seasons u pto 33% in 
respect of Volvo and Air Conditioned Deluxe type services and u p to 15% in 
respect of all other tyhpes of services subject to the condition that the farte should 
not exc eed the ceiling rate as   fixed by the Govt. from time to time.  For this 
purpose the STA had resolved to have the then existing Govt. Notification No. 
STC 3400/631CR--31/TRA-1, dated 20.06.2000 dulyu revised. ( Resolution No. 
14/2005 dated 231.04.2005) 

 
  The Govt. of Maharashtra issued amended Notification No. STC 3404/CR-
201/TRA-1, dated 21.09.2005 permitting State Transport Undertakings to reduce 
the fares in slack period i.e. July to September and December to March, upto thef 
extent of 33% in case of Air Condijtioined service including Volvo Air 
Conditioned bus and upto 15% in case of all remaining services which shall be a 
minimum limit of farews of respective service. 
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  However, subsequently the MSRTC, vide its letters dated 24.11.2005 
and 06.05.2006, requested the Govt. in Home Department that the reduction ion 
fares as permitted by the amended Notification should be made applicable t6o all 
seasons  i.e. in any time during the year instead of just in slack season. 
  Now, as per the request of the MSRTC, as above, the Government of 
Maharashtra has issued yet another Notification No.STC 3406/CR-71/TRA-1, dat 
ed 20.10.2006 bringing in the desired changes. 
 
  After careful consideration of all the facts and material placed before 
it and discussions during the meeting the State Transport Authority resolved to 
permit the Maharashtra State Road Transport  Corporation to reduce the fare in all 
seasons i.e. any  time during the year upto the extent of 33% in case of Air 
Conditioned servicei including Volvo Air Conditioned bus and upto 15% in case of 
all remaining services which will be the minimum limit of fares of the   respective 
services.

 The agenda note was perused by the State Transport Authority. 
 
 The Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation has been operating pollution 
free 5 Semi - Deluxe (Ajanta Special ) and 5 Deluxe Air Conditioned (Ajanta 
Special) buses on the route Ajanta "T" junction to Ajanta caves since August, 
2002. This operation is in implementation of the measure to ban pollution prone 
vehicles and only to  operate pollution free vehicles to preserve the historic caves 
at Ajanta - Verul. 
 
 These buses cater mainly to the needs of the tourists including international 
tourists. The distance from Ajanta "T" junction to Ajanta caves is 4.3 kms. 
  
 Taking into consideration the cost of the operation and daily kms.of the vehicles, a 
separate fare structure at the rate of Rs. 6/- for Semi - Deluxe buses and Rs. 10/- 
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for Deluxe Air Conditioned buses for stage of 6 kms. or part thereof had been 
proposed by the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation which was 
approved by the Stat e Transport Authority in its 211th meeting held on 
07.08.2002 (Resolution No. 43/2002). The Maharashtra State Road Transport 
Corporation have brought this fare in to effect from 15.08.2002. 
 
 The Vice Chairman  and Managing Director, Maharashtgra Stat e Road Transport 
Corporation has, vide his letter No. ST/TD/Gen.88/6180, dated 14.09.2006 
requested to upwardly revise the fares for the Semi - Deluxe services to Rs.10/- 
and that of Deluxe Air Conditioned services to Rs. 20/-. 
 
 The Vice Chairman and Managing Director of the MSRTC represented the views 
of the MSRTC to the STA. 
 
 After discussion and careful consideration, the STA resolved to upwardly revise 
the fares for the Semi - Deluxe buses from tjhe existing Rs. 6/- to Rs. 10/- and that 
of Deluxe Air Conditikoned services from the present Rs. 10/- to Rs.20/- with 
immediate effect.  The STA also resolved to give the directions to the RTA, 
Aurangabad to give effect to this Resolution.

Vehicles Act, 1988, directed the State Transport Authority and Regional Transport Authorities to 

limit the number of taxis operating in the city of Mumbai to the existing total number of permits 

and valid letters of intent granted till the date of issue of the Notification and to limit the number 

of autotickshaws operating in the cities of  Mumbai, Thane, Pune, Nagpur, Solapur, Nashik and 

Aurangabad to the existing total number of permits and valid letters of intent granted till the date 

of issue of the Notification. Accordingly, the concerned transport authorities have been following 

the policy of ban on issuance of new taxi/autorickshaw permits. 

         Thereafter, the State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State vide its Resolution No. 7/1998 

passed in its meeting dated 9.6.1998, directed the Regional Transport Authorities in Maharashtra 

(except Aurangabad) not to grant any further autorickshaw permits (both 3+1 and 6+1 seater 

autorickshaws) in their region in the areas where no ban had been imposed. 

 Subsequently, in its meeting held on 20.1.2001, the State Transport Authority resolved 

(Resolution No.3/2001) to lift the ban for grant of new autorickshaws permits in the non 

Municipal Corporation areas in the state and directed Regional Transport Authorities to issue 
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new autorickshaw permits on the  condition that the operation in the areas of Municipal 

Corporations and 'A' class Municipal Councils should be banned. 

  

 While adopting this resolution, the State Transport Authority  had also put a condition, 

inter alia, that a brand new autorickshaw should be produced to cover the permit (Condition 

No.2). 

 Now, the Regional Transport Authority, Amravati has, in its meeting dated 4.4.2006, 

decided to recommend to the State Transport Authority a proposal to relax the said condition 

No.2 and allow 8 years old autorickshaws to put on permit. The Secretary, Regional Transport 

Authority, Amravati has, in his letter dated 24.4.2006, stated  that between 1998 to 2001 many 

unemployed youths had purchased private (non-transport) autorickshaws as a means of 

employment. However, they were not issued the required permits in view of the State Transport 

Authority’s restrictive policy. He further states that at present as per the State Transport 

Authority’s Resolution No. 3/2001 new autorickshaw permits are being issued in rural areas 

(excluding areas of Municipal Corporations and ‘A’ Class Municipal Councils). But, since the 

condition No. 2 of the State Transport Authority’s Resolution No.3/2001 requires registration of 

new brand vehicles to cover the permits, these unemployed people having 8 years old vehicles 

are deprived of the necessary permits.  This has given rise to unhealthy competition between 

these youths and the regular permit holders in the rural areas. This further results into law and 

order problem. Therefore, the superintendent of Police, Buldhana and the Collector, Buldhana 

district have urged the Chairman, Regional Transport Authority for grant of regular and valid 

permits to these people who are in possession of the rickshaws of the age of 8 years. Similar 

demands from the representatives of people from Morshi, Achalpur and Tiware in Amravati 

district have been received by the office of the Secretary, Regional Transport Authority, 

Amravati. This prompted the Regional Transport Authority to adopt the resolution to seek 

relaxation in the State Transport Authority’s resolution to allow 8 years old rickshaws to be 

registered for the permits. 

 Taking into consideration that old rickshaws like 8 or 10 years of age are more prone to 

cause air pollution than new brand vehicles and also fearing that allowing these old vehicles to 
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cover new autorickshaw permits would amount to legalising the so far illegal activity,  the STA 

was not  inclined to accept the proposal of the Regional Transport Authority, Amaravati. 

 After discussion and careful consideration, the STA decided to retain the condition No. 2 

of the STA's Resolution No. 3/2001 (dated 20.01.2001) requiring only brand new vehicle to 

cover new autorickshaw permit.

  The STA perused the agenda note.  
 
  Noting that police complaint has already been registered by the company M/s. Mumbai 

Gold Cabs Pvt. Ltd. in the matter,  the STA felt that no action on its part was called for.

 Item No. 08 :-  To discuss and consider various issues concerning fleet taxi operators and 

taxi permit holders as raised by   M/s. Fulora Foundation. 
 
  The agenda note containing the issues concerning fleet  taxi operators and taxi permit 

holders as raised by M/s. Fulora Foundation and the solutions suggested by the Secretary, STA 

was perused by the State Transport Authority.  

  The STA observed that no action by it was called for in the matter.

Item No. 09 :-   To peruse Govt. of Maharashtra's letter No. MVR - 0806/CR - 314/TRA - 2 

dated 22.12.2006 granting permission to Maharashtra State Road 
Transport Corporation to hire 100 Air Conditioned buses from private 
operators  on certain terms and conditions. 
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 Vide its Notification No.MVA/3173/30303-XII-A dated 29.11.1973 the Govt. of 

Maharashtra had published the approved monopoly scheme of MSRTC for operation of stage 

carriages and contract carriages in Maharashtra. The said scheme came into effect from 1st 

January, 1974.  

 To give effect to the scheme, the State Transport  Authority, Maharashtra State had 

issued a stage carriage permit (No. P.S.T.U.S. - 1/STA/74 dated 17.04.1974) to the MSRTC for 

522 routes.  

 The Board of Directors of MSRTC had, vide its Resolution No. 5 adopted in its 225th 

meeting held on 21.11.2006, decided to hire 20 Air Conditioned buses from private operators. 

 On 20.12.2006 the MSRTC entered into an agreement for hiring of new Hi - Tech Air 

Conditioned buses having air suspension with M/s. Eagle Travel Agency, Mumbai.  

 On the strength of resolution dated 21.11.2006 of the Board of Directors of the MSRTC 

the Govt. of Maharashtra vide its letter No. MVR - 0806/CR - 314/TRA - 2 dated 22.12.2006 

granted permission to the MSRTC to hire 100 Air Conditioned buses from private operators on 

certain terms and conditions.  

 M/s. Eagle Travel Agency, Mumbai have so far registered 16 Air Conditioned buses ( 14 

Tata Globus Buses + 2 King Long Buses) in their name at the office of  Dy. RTO Vashi. The 

registration marks of these buses will be endorsed on the permit of the MSRTC. 

 The MSRTC have informed that they will operate these buses on the following routes:  

1) Nashik - Mantralaya, (Mumbai) 2) Nashik - Mumbai Central 3) Mumbai CST - Shirdi 4) 

Mumbai (Crawford Market) - Kolhapur 5) Kolhapur - Pune 6) Thane (Vandana Theatre) - 

Swargate (Pune) 7) Dadar (Mumbai) - Pune Rly. Station 8) Swargate (Pune) - Borivali 

(Mumbai) 9) Borivali (Mumbai) - Panaji, Madgaon (Goa). 

  The State Transport Authority perused the agenda item and noted the contents. 

(Resolution No. 09/2007) 
Item No. 10 :-   To approve "provisional licence" granted to M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., 

Mumbai  who had applied for "licence" under Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 
2006 to enable them to start the Taxi Service under the Fleet Taxi Scheme, 
2006 as approved by the State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State. 

 
  The agenda item was perused by the State Transport Authority.  
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 The State Transport Authority noted that earlier on the directions of the Chairman, STA  

M/s. Mumbai Gold Cabs Pvt. Ltd. and Mumbai Taxi Co. Pvt. Ltd. had been granted "Provisional 

Licence"  to start the Fleet Taxi Service.  These licences were approved by the STA in its 223rd 

meeting held on 01.12.2006. 

 On the same lines, the State Transport Authority resolved to grant the "Provisional 

Licence"  to M/s. V Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd. Mumbai.   

(Resolution No. 10/2007) 
Item No. 11 :-   To consider request of M/s. Smart Cabs Transportation Pvt. Ltd., Mahim 

(W), Mumbai - 400 016 and M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (W), 
Mumbai - 400 104 for approval of the uniform for their fleet taxi drivers. 

  
 The State Transport Authority perused the agenda item. 

 M/s. Smart Cabs Transportation Pvt. Ltd., Mahim (W), Mumbai 400 016 have, in their 

letter dated 27.11.2006, sought approval for the following uniform for their fleet taxi drivers: 

 Light Pink shirt and Persian Blue Trousers with cap. 

 

 Similarly, M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (W), Mumbai - 400 104 have, in their 

letter dated 02.02.2007, requested for approval for following uniform for their fleet taxi drivers :  

 Bush Shirt in yellow colour. 

 Trousers in gray colour. 

 Black shoes.  

 Black beret. 

 
 On careful consideration the State Transport Authority resolved to approve the uniforms as 

above for the respective companies subject to amendment in the relevant Rule 21 of Maharashtra 

Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 authorising the STA to approve uniforms for drivers of Fleet Taxi 

Service.  

(Resolution No. 11/2007) 

 
Item No. 12 :-   To consider request of M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai  and M/s. 

Smart Cabs Transportation Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai for approval of the colour 
scheme for the vehicles to be operated by them under "Fleet Taxi Service 
Scheme, 2006". 
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 The State Transport Authority perused the agenda note. 
 
 M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (W), Mumbai 400 104 and M/s. Smart Cab 

Transportation Pvt. Ltd., Mahim (W), Mumbai 400 016 are among the applicants who have 

applied for "Licence" to operate Fleet Taxis under the "Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006" 

approved by the State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State, Mumbai. 

 M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., have proposed "Sparkling olive (olive green)" as the colour 

for painting of their fleet taxis, while M/s. Smart Cab Transportation Pvt. Ltd., have sought 

approved of "wine red" colour for painting their taxis. 

 
 The State Transport Authority noted that on 28.09.2006 the Government of Maharashtra 

had published a draft Notification No. MVR - 0104/574/CR - 42/TRA - 2  effecting addition of 

proviso in sub - rule (8) of Rule 135 of Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 to the effect 

that the body of every motor cab affiliated to any group of taxi service shall be painted as 

approved by the STA. It was also noted that the said notification is yet to be finalised. However, 

the STA resolved to approve the colour schemes as above for painting of the motor cabs of the 

respective companies subject to finalisation of the notification.

Item No. 13 :-   To consider the application of LEASE PLAN FLEET MANAGEMENT (I) 

PVT. LTD. Connaught Place, New Delhi - 110 001, dated 21.11.2006 in 
prescribed form No. 2 for grant of Branch  office licence for renting motor 
cabs in respect of an office in another state   i.e. in Chintamani Plaza, Gr.

 The State Transport Authority took up this item for consideration. The authority noted 

that the application was in order and that the office had caused necessary enquiries to ascertain 

the compliance of requirement of paragraph 5 of the said scheme. The same was perused by the 

Authority. On being satisfied that the applicant has complied with the requirements of paragraph 

5 of the said scheme, the State Transport Authority resolved to grant LEASE PLAN FLEET 

MANAGEMENT (I) PVT. LTD. Connaught Place, New Delhi - 110 001 licence for its Branch 

Office at Chintamani Plaza, Ground Floor, Mohan Studio Compound, Kurla Road, Andheri 

(East) Mumbai - 400 099 for a period of 5 years subject to the usual terms and conditions. 
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(Resolution No. 13/2007) 

 
Item No. 14 :-    To consider applications for renewal of Black and Yellow taxi permits 

made after 5 years from the date of expiry of the permit so as to facilitate 
its use under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006. 

 
  
 The State Transport Authority perused the agenda note.  

 

 After discussion and careful consideration the STA approved cases of applications 

received late by more than 5 years [RTO Mumbai (Central) : 128, RTO Mumbai (Western) : 27 

and RTO  (Eastern) : 56] as recommended and referred to in the RTA's Resolution No. 5/2007 

dated 21.02.2007 for grant of renewal.  

  

 The State Transport Authority directed the Secretary, STA to immediately inform the 

RTOs in Mumbai to renew the permits on recovering the late fee as per the Regional Transport 

Authority's decision dated 12.09.2002 as referred to in  the Regional Transport Authority's 

Resolution No. 5/2007.  

         (Resolution No. 

14/2007) 

 

Item No. 16 :-    To discuss demands of M/s. V. Link Taxis Pvt. Ltd., Goregaon (W), 
Mumbai - 400 104 for issuance of  1000 permits out of the dead permits 
lying with the RTOs in Mumbai for use in the Fleet Taxi Service. 

 
 The facts as stated in the agenda note were perused by the State Transport 

Authority. 

 In the meeting dated 01.12.2006, the State Transport Authority resolved  (Resolution No. 

42/2006) as follows in respect of permits intended to be used only under the Fleet Taxi Scheme : 

 I)    application made for renewal of a permit within a period of  2 years after the date 
of its expiry shall be  considered by the RTOs, 

        II)   application for  renewal of a permit made after a period of  2 years of expiry but within 
5 years  from the date of its expiry shall be  considered by the Regional Transport 
Authority, 

         III)    application received after 5 years from the date of expiration of the permit shall be 
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       referred by the Secretary, Regional Transport Authority to the State Transport 
                 Authority for decision. 
 
 After discussion and careful consideration, the State Transport Authority reiterated that 

the applications received after 5 years  from the expiration of the permit shall be referred by the 

Secretary, RTA to the STA for decision. 

 Further, the STA directed Secretary, STA to obtain statistical information from the RTA 

about the permits expired 5 years back in respect of which applications for renewal have not 

been made and place the same before the STA for decision. 

         (Resolution No. 16/2007) 

Item No. 17 :-   To consider recommendation of Regional Transport Authority, Amaravati 
to grant 3 seater autorickshaw permits in place of 6 seater 
autorickshaws permits. 

 
 The agenda note perused by the State Transport Authority. 

 As per Section 83 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 a vehicle covered by the permit may 

be replaced by any other vehicle of the same nature. Due to  this the Regional Transport 

Authority was unable to grant permission for replacement of the 6 seater autorickshaws by 3 

seater autorickshaws.  

 In its meeting held on 4.4.2006 the Regional Transport Authority, Amaravati  observed 

that the State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State had, vide its Resolution No. 7/1998, 

resolved to ban operation of the six seater autorickshaws in the old municipal corporation limits. 

The Regional Transport Authority further felt that if the permit holders had held the permits for 3 

seater autorickshaws they would not have been prevented from operating 3 seater cabs in the old 

municipal corporation limits and hence they deserved sympathetic view. Therefore, the Regional 

Transport Authority opined that there should not be any objection for granting 3 seater 

autorickshaw permits to those who held 6 seater autorickshaws. 

 Therefore, the Regional Transport Authority decided to reject the requests for 

replacement of 6 seater autorickshaws by 3 seater autorickshaws and instead recommended to 

the State Transport Authority that the 6 seater permit holders be granted new permits for 3 seater 

autorickshaws for the area in which such 3 seater autorickshaws earlier operated.  
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 The State Transport Authority felt that if the request was granted it would have effect of 

allowing these permit holders to operate in the Municipal Corporation limit of Amaravati.  

 After discussion and careful consideration the State Transport Authority decided to reject 

the recommendation of the Regional Transport Authority, Amaravati to grant 3 seater 

autorickshaw permits in place 6 seater autorickshaw permits. 

         (Resolution No. 17/2007) 

 
 
 

The following additional items were  taken up with the permission of the Chairman. 
 
Addl. Item No. 1.   :-    To consider extending  operation of provisional fare structure fixed 

by the State Transport Authority for taxis under Fleet Taxi 
Service Scheme, 2006. 

 
  
 The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State had, in its 222nd meeting held on 

28.09.2006, resolved to approve the fare for Fleet Taxis as under :  

 i)   For initial 1 Kilometer       -  Rs.15/- 
 
 ii)  For every subsequent Kilometer  - Rs.13/- 
 
                   iii)  Operator will be permitted to charge 25% extra for journeys performed from 12 

midnight to 5 a.m. 
 
 In the absence of actual data and lack of feedback the above fare had been  fixed by the 

State Transport Authority as provisional and decided that it would be operative till 31.03.2007. 

The STA had also decided that after 31.03.2007 the fare would be reviewed on the basis of 

actual data , experience and feedback.  

 The State Transport Authority noted that the Fleet Taxi Service is not yet fully in 

operation.  Therefore, it was felt that the operation of the fare structure needed some  extension 

of  period. 

 On careful consideration, the STA resolved to extend the operation of the above fare 

structure upto  one year i.e. upto  31.03.2008, whenafter it will be reviewed based on feedback. 

         (Resolution No. 18/2007) 
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Addl. Item No. 2.   :-    To discuss the request of Prof. Shri. Sharad Patil, Hon'ble Member 
of Legislative Council, and Vice President, Sangli Chamber of 
Commerce to revoke the decision of Regional Transport 
Authority, Kolhapur banning registration of Ape Autorickshaw 
(Diesel, seating capacity 3+1) and other Ape like autorickshaws. 

 
 The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State had, vide its Resolution No. 43/2000 

passed in its meeting held on 01.11.2000, approved Ape model vehicle (Diesel, 3+1) 

manufactured by M/s. Piaggio Ltd, Baramati for registration as Public Service Vehicle (Contract 

Carriage vehicle autorickshaw). 

 However, the Regional Transport Authority, Kolhapur has, in its meeting held on 

15.10.2006, resolved to grant new autorickshaw (seating capacity 3+1) permits in rural areas 

subject to, inter alia, the following condition : under no circumstances Ape or Ape like other 

diesel autorickshaw should be allowed to put on a new permit in rural areas. Further, no such 

vehicle should be allowed for registration as a replacer vehicle in the whole Kolhapur region. 

 The STA noted that in the past another  Regional Transport authority (RTA Nanded) had, 

in its meeting held on 17.08.2004, decided to stop issuing permits to the Ape autorickshaws. In 

this connection,  the State Transport Authority had,  in its 221st meeting held on 10.082006, 

resolved to direct the Regional Transport Authority, Nanded to accept the Ape model vehicles 

(Diesel, seating capacity 3+1) manufactured by M/s. Piaggio Ltd, Baramati for registration as  a 

contract carriage i.e. Public Service Vehicle (Resolution No. 34/2006). Thereupon, the Regional 

Transport Authority, Nanded had,  in its meeting held on 14.11.2006, resolved to allow the ape 

autorickshaws for registration in rural areas subject to condition that rear side of the vehicle is 

closed. 

 After discussion and careful consideration, the STA decided to replicate the above 

decision and resolved to direct the Regional Transport Authority, Kolhapur to accept the Ape 

model vehicle (Diesel, Seating Capacity 3+1) manufactured by M/s. Piaggio Ltd., Baramati and 

other models approved by  STA for registration as contract carriage i.e. Public Service Vehicle. 

         (Resolution No. 19/2007) 
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Item No.:- 5.    To discuss Mumbai Taximen Union's demand for revocation of the State 
Transport Authority's Resolution No. 41/2006 and 42/2006 concerning 
renewal of permits in respect of taxis to be used for Fleet Taxi Services 
under the Fleet Taxi Service Scheme, 2006. 

 
      The STA perused the agenda note. 

 

     The Secretary, STA informed the STA that Mumbai Taximen's Union and 

another had filed Writ Petition (No. 1302/2007) in the Hon'ble High Court, Bombay on the said 

subject and the matter was yet to be decided.  

 

     The STA felt that the Secretary RTA, Mumbai may apprise Hon'ble High Court 

that a proposal to create Mumbai Metropolitan Regional Transport Authority (MMRTA) so as 

facilitate  movement of transport vehicles any where within the limits  of  Mumbai Metropolitan 

Region is under consideration of  the Govt. of Maharashtra and accordingly directed the 

Secretary, STA to inform the Secretary, RTA, Mumbai. 

 

               The STA felt it appropriate not to take decision in the subject matter since the 

issue is sub judice before the Hon'ble High Court.

Item No.:-6.    To consider request of the Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation, 
Mumbai to secure government sanction for downward revision of fares for 
non - air conditioned deluxe (semi - deluxe) and air conditioned deluxe 
stage carriage services on the route Ajanta "T" junction to Ajanta caves. 

 
      The STA perused the agenda note. 

 

    The Maharashtra State Road Transport Corporation has been operating pollution 

free semi - deluxe (Ajanta Special) and deluxe air conditioned (Ajanta Special)  buses on the 

Ajanta "T" junction to Ajanta caves since 15.08.2002. This operation is in implementation of the  

measure to ban pollution prone vehicles and only to operate pollution free vehicles to preserve 

the historic caves at Ajanta - Verul.  
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     The STA had, in its 223rd meeting held on 01.12.2006, resolved to upwardly 

revise the fares for the semi - deluxe buses from Rs.6/- to Rs.10/- and that of deluxe air 

conditioned services from Rs.10/- to Rs.20/-  with immediate effect. (Resolution No. 47/2006) 

 

      Representatives of the MSRTC were present on 06.10.2007 and heard. 

 

     On careful consideration, the STA resolved to approve downward revision in 

the said fares for the Semi - Deluxe buses from the existing Rs.10/- to Rs.7/- and that of deluxe 

air conditioned services from the existing Rs.20/- to Rs.12/-. The STA further resolved to allow 

concessional fare of Rs.4/- for non - air conditioned deluxe services for the benefit of local 

villagers and reimbursement of the remaining Rs.3/- from the State Tourism Development 

Corporation Ltd. 

(Resolution No.28/2007) 
 

Item No.:-07.   To consider  request of the Maharashtra State Road Tranport Corporation 
for details of specifications of fire extinguisher (i.e. weight, size, type, 
ISI mark, fitment, etc.) to be fitted in their buses. 

 
 
         The State Transport Authority, Maharashtra State had, vide its Resolution 

No. 36/1990 passed in the 166th meeting held on 28.09.1990, resolved to approve the use of  fire 

fighting extinguisher of the minimum capacity of 1.25 kgs. having ISI mark no. 11108 using  

Halon (BCF) as fire fighting agent in Public Service Vehicles in the State of Maharashtra  under 

Rule 188 Maharashtra Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989.  

 

                 The Maharashtra State Road Tranport Corporation have been using DCP type 

fire extinguisher of 2 kgs. capacity as per IS specification 2171 in their  passenger buses. 

However,  the Bureau  of Indian Standards has, vide their letter No. MDB - II /7105251 dated 

10.05.2003, informed the MSRTC that the fire extinguisher of nominal capacity of 1 kg. and 2 

kgs. have been deleted and revised standard IS 2171 - 1999 came into force with effect from 

01.01.2004. Further, when the MSRTC took up this matter with the state fire training center the 

Fire Adviser, Govt. of Maharashtra, vide his letter No. SFTL/314 dated 10.05.2006, informed 
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that 5 kgs. store pressure type extinguisher having IS 13849 : 1993 can be used in place of 2 kgs. 

DCP (cartridge type).  

 

              Now, the MSRTC maintains that this higher capacity fire extinguisher is difficult 

for handling and can not be fitted easily in the driver's cabin. Therefore, they have sought details 

of the specifications for the fire extinguishers to be installed in their buses. 

 

               The Bureau of Indian Standards has  provided the MSRTC a list of authorised 

suppliers of fire extinguisher as per BIS standards.  

 

                     The MSRTC contacted M/s. Jainex (Fire and safety) System Pvt. Ltd, one of 

the authorised suppliers, for the feed back when they were suggested to use ABC powder type 2 

kg. fire extinguisher having IS 13849 : 1993. Since this type of fire extinguisher can be easily 

handled by drivers the MSRTC have sought approval of the STA for the same. 

 

   Vice Chairman & Managing Director  of the MSRTC was present on 

06.10.2007 and heard. 

 

   The STA directed him to obtain information on similar types of fire 

extinguishers available in the market and submit  the same to it. 

(Resolution No.29/2007)

3/2001 (dated 20.01.2001) requiring only brand new vehicle to cover new Autorickshaw permit.  

   The STA is not inclined to depart from the above decision for the time 

being.  However, it directed the Secretary, STA to call up from the RTO Amaravati information 

about the number of permit holders who are having non - transport Autorickshaws in their names 

but could not put them on the permits due to the vehicles' higher age, but operating clandestinely. 

These information could be obtained as upto the date 30.09.2007. 

   On receipt of the information, the matter will again be placed before the 

STA for discussion.
